WHAT IS THE WINTER SCHOOL ABOUT?

The Winter School is a two-week international postgraduate pro-
gramme on federalism, regionalism and multi-level governance.
Through an interdisciplinary and comparative approach, it explores
how federalism can contribute to multi-level, integrated and plural-
istic decision-making.

A wide range of lectures gives participants the opportunity to
broaden their knowledge of multilevel governance and govern-
ment, especially from the perspectives of law and political science.
The Winter School provides a cutting-edge international learning
environment with world class scholars of various academic disci-
plines from around the globe running the courses and workshops.

The 2021 Winter School will focus on federalism and local
self-government. The upcoming edition is organized in close coop-
eration with the European Union’s H2020 Research and Innovation
Staff E change project “LoGov - Local Government and the Chang-
ing Urban-Rural Interplay”.

For one week at the University of Innsbruck, Austria, and one
week at Eurac Research, Bolzano/Bozen, Italy, participants will
analyze the status of local government within multilevel systems.
They will examine the constitutional status and protection of local
government and look at the powers that national and subnational
constitutions confer upon local government. Their functioning in
local government practice will be discussed as well as the changing
interplay between urban and rural areas.

Participants will explore how states structure local government

to be better able to face increasingly depopulated rural areas and
rapidly growing metropolises and how local financial ar angements
differ between local governments. The Winter School will conside

a wide range of case studies, including examples from Europe,
North America, Africa and Asia. In addition, the program will offer
round table with practitioners discussing cooperation mechanisms
for horizontal and vertical intergovernmental relations. Interactive
workshops will provide insights into local participation, spatial plan-
ning, metropolitan governance and fiscal ar angements.

Besides numerous opportunities for discussion with experts lectur-
ers on multilevel governance, a variety of interactive sessions will
offer participants the chance to sha e their own knowledge and
experience. Lectures, workshops, Q&A’s and discussion groups will
address the multifaceted roles local government play through the
comparison of the various case studies.

The Winter School will examine a series of issues:

» How do national and subnational constitutions deal with local
government?

« What is the constitutional protection of local government?

« What are the dimensions of local autonomy?

» Are there asymmetries with regard to urban and rural local gov-
ernments?

» What kind of financial resources can local governments rely upon?

e How can local governments meet current challenges like rural
depopulation and rapid urban growth?

» Does the merging of local governments entail efficiency gain

e How do local government differ between multilevel systems i
North America, Europe, Africa and Asia?

» What can the various forms and tiers of local government learn
from each other?

The 2021 Winter School examines these and other questions by com-
bining theoretical expertise and relevant case studies. As such, the
programme is a unique opportunity for young academics, postgrad-
uate students, civil servants and practitioners to receive enhanced
training on the theoretical and practical aspects of federalism.

WHO CAN PARTICIPATE?

The Winter School is designed for those who wish to increase their
knowledge of federalism through an interdisciplinary and compara-
tive approach, including:

e young researchers and academics

»  post-docs, postgraduate and graduate students

«  civil servants from local, regional or national government

« employees of international organisations or NGOs

Please note that the programme requires previous basic knowledge of
federalism and local government.
